2.   YOUR PEDALBOARD  (if any)

6.  DESCRIBE ANY FOOTSWITCHES  See Footswitches.  NOTE:  MIDI devices are “controllers”, not footswitches.

· PedalSnake does not support speaker lines for “speaker line” talkboxes (yet).
· PedalSnake does not support DIN connectors with 4-, 6-, or 8-pins (only 5 and 7)

· PedalSnake does not support CAT-5 EtherNet (yet)

9.  POWER SUPPLIES (the part most folks need help with)
